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¢S ‘b“”r:j at the far northern end of the great San Joaquin and Sacramento valleys, Shasta County is an area rich in
agriculture, industry, ané-tourism. With Mt. Shasta’s peak ever present to our north, and the volcanic dome of Mt. Lassen just off to

our east, Shasta County is located in the shadows of both agricultural and geologic history.

The rich soil of the Fall River Valley in our northeast has, through the ages, been filled with volcanic ash and basaltic runoff, along with
an abundance of water. This combination of natural resources makes this valley a prime area for agriculture. The rolling foothills
leading from the valley floor to the mountain passes offers vast grassland for cattle ranchers, with year round feed and mild winters. It

also is home to a rapidly growing wine grape industry now producing award winning wines.

Down in the valley floor sits the population center of the county, with the Interstate 5 corridor passing through. Redding is home to
a variety of resource based industries such as timber, cogeneration plants and nurseries, as well as a booming tourist industry. Shasta
Lake, Whiskeytown Lake and the Sacramento River all offer sporting and recreational opportunities for visitors and residents alike.

Along with the metropolitan aspect of the valley areas, orchards, field crops and a variety of specialty crops are grown throughout
the region, with spring and summer bringing a variety of farmers markets filled with fresh fruits and vegetables. Organic farms are on

the rise in the area, providing a wider variety of produce for consumers.

Yes, our county is growing, and it’s no wonder people want to move to this area, with the natural resources, the agricultural
atmosphere and a warm sunny climate, it attracts people from all over the country. So as you pass through this part of the state, take
the time to enjoy the wonderful agricultural products, visit a farmers’ market, taste some of the fine wines, and cherish the pleasant

scenery of Shasta County.
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| am pleased to submit, in accordance with Section 2279 of the California Food and Agricultural Code, Shasta County’s
Annual Crop and Livestock Report for 201 I. This report summarizes the acreage, production, and gross value of
agricultural commodities and livestock produced in Shasta County. It does not attempt to show county inventory, cost
of production, or net farm income.

In 201 | the value of agricultural products produced in Shasta County increased to just over $76,328,000, up almost 8%
from the previous year. The increase can primarily be attributed to price increases for cattle, and field crops.

Cattle prices received in 201 | were near an all time high as a result of decreasing supply of cattle nationwide, which
drove market prices higher throughout the year. Field crop values increased due to a variety of reasons, the first being
an increase in acreage and prices received for wild rice. The second reason for improved field crop values is due

to the increase in hay crop inventories and average price per ton received for various hay crops. Depending on the
variety, prices increased anywhere from $40.00 to $76.00 per ton on average. The various hay crops were not the only
commodities experiencing a substantial increase in prices this year. Walnut prices were up nearly 33% to $2000.00 per
ton and if we had experienced a normal spring, we could have seen record breaking numbers for the walnut industry.
Unfortunately, yields were down for walnuts, grapes, and small agricultural producers due to freezing temperatures and
hail storms in late spring. The timing of these weather events prevented orchard and vine crops from maturing before
summer, which in turn, led to decreased yields for the 201 | season.

This report also includes a summary of notable pest exclusion, detection, and eradication efforts which have been
completed by the Department in 201 |.
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| would like to thank the many producers, agricultural business representatives, and public agencies who have
cooperated in supplying the data necessary to produce this report.
